Europe Unveils 2020 Plan for Reducing C Emissions 

Institute of Science in Society (ISIS), February 22, 2008 
The European Commission unveiled a ’20 20 by 2020’ action 

plan to tackle climate change on 23 January 2008: how to 

reduce C emissions by 20 percent and to have 20 percent of all 

energy coming from renewable sources by 2020. This sets a 

clear medium-term goal for cutting C emission that is also a minimum, and if other major 

economies sign up for comparable C cuts, the EU [European Union] will be willing to step up its 

efforts. That is to prevent carbon emissions simply being moved offshore. If European cuts are 

too high compared with elsewhere, the energy-intensive industries will simply relocate.

After 20 years of building multimillion-dollar mega-mansions, real estate developer Frank 

McKinney is betting $29 million that what luxury home buyers want now are environmentally-

friendly estates. His speculative 15,000 square foot mansion in Manalapan, Fla., will be the first 

home of its size to be certified green by the U.S. Green Building Council and the Florida Green 

Building Council. The company currently offers two varieties of Leadership in Energy and 

Environmental Design (LEED)-certified modular homes, which cost approximately $500,000 to 

$750,000 or $215 to $300 per square foot, not including design fees, installation or the 

foundation.  

"There is much greater public awareness of sustainable design," Glenn said. "We have over a 

dozen projects in various stages of development and that seems to be accelerating. Consumers 

are increasingly making purchase decisions based on environmental considerations and health 

considerations, and more municipalities are rewarding builders who build this way or penalizing 

builders who don't."
